QUALITY ASSURANCE:  
The filter supplier shall take full responsibility for the system packing, testing, and warranty.  
The design may not conform to the specific proprietary recommendations of any or all of the 
above acceptable vendors; therefore, the supplier shall review the design and make written 
recommendations to the city of advisable changes to accommodate their system.  These 
recommendations shall be included with the submittals and shall be subject to the city’s 
consideration.  The supplier shall be required to approve the installation in writing. 
 
GUARANTEE:  
The equipment supplier shall guarantee that the equipment to be furnished is of the correct 
capacity, that the various parts are designed to operate correctly and in conjunction with each 
other, that if the installation if made in accordance and operated in accordance with his 
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instructions, the equipment will perform the prescribed functions correctly, the filtered water 
shall be clear, bright, free from suspended matter visible to the unaided eye, will not produce 
any toxic effect or impart undesirable taste, odors, or colors, and will be sanitary to the 
satisfaction of all authorities having jurisdiction.  The tank and internals shall be warranted to 
be free of defects serious enough to reduce the operational capability of the system or to reduce 
the safe operational pressure of the components for a period of at least 10-years.  Upon failure 
at any time during the 10-year period, the system will be repaired or replaced at the expense of 
the manufacturer without exception unless it can be conclusively shown by the manufacturer 
that the pool chemistry was maintained in a corrosive state (less than 7.0pH) for extended 
periods or that other causes beyond normal service are evident.

PRODUCTS: 
 
GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  
The filtration equipment to be furnished under this section shall be a pressure type, high rate 
sand system and the product of a manufacturer regularly engaged in the fabrication of filters 
with NSF approval for at least ten (10) years.  The filters shall bear the National Sanitation 
Foundation (NSF) seal of approval, Standard #50 for sand type filters, for a loading rate of 
15gpm/sf. 
 
FILTERING REQUIREMENTS:  
The filtration equipment shall consist of high rate sand filter tanks and integral fittings and 
valves.  The equipment shall have the capacity of filtering at the rates indicated under the 
maximum loading rate. Face piping and fittings, through and including valves, shall be 
included. 
 
Backwash Requirements: 
Each tank shall be backwashed individually for a minimum of 1.5 minutes or a maximum of 3 
minutes.  The design includes an orifice in the backwash discharge line which creates a 
sufficient headloss to limit the backwash flow rate to 15 gpm/sf or as otherwise recommended 
by the supplier.  If filters occasionally require a longer backwash, the operator will take into 
consideration the sewer capacity receiving the backwash.  Backwash shall be linked manual 
face valves.  These valves shall be supplied by the filter vendor. 
 
TANK CONDITIONS:  
 
Filter Tank:  
Each cell shall be designed for 50 psi working pressure, and hydrostatically tested to 75 psi.  
Tanks shall be designed in accordance with ASME Section X, Fiber Reinforced Plastic Pressure 
Vessels.  Provide design calculations. All material to be high quality glass fiber material with 
polyester or vinylester resin or equal to.  
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INTERNAL COLLECTOR AND DISTRIBUTOR SYSTEMS:  
 
Piping-Internal:  
 
The lower internal distribution system shall be the manufacturer’s standard arrangement as 
approved by NSF.  The piping shall be Schedule 80 PVC construction or stronger. 
 
The upper laterals shall be the manufacturer’s standard system.  It shall be designed to 
distribute the influent over the full area of the bed, and to carry away the backwash with 
minimal fouling and restriction of the flow.  Any metallic hardware shall be stainless steel. 
 
 
Piping-External (Face): 
 
External face piping shall be Schedule 80 PVC pipe and fittings.  Flanges shall be located so as 
to allow for easy dismantling of face piping.

Single Lever Linkage:  Provide manufacturer’s standard system which links all four face valves 
for backwashing manually with the shifting of a single lever. 
 
Accessories: 
Standard accessory items shall include 1-1/2” non-metallic sight glass with “Pyrex” glass, 
remote mounted gauge panel with two 4-1/2” diameter pressure gauges, 1/4” brass petcocks, 
and ¼” poly vent tubing with PVC compression adapters.  Provide accessories for each cell. 
 
AIR VENTS : Valved manual air relief systems shall be supplied.  Air relief ports shall be piped 
to drain.  All high points in filter feed and filtered water piping shall be fitted with manual air 
reliefs. 
 
MEDIA:  Supply and place filter media conforming to the requirements of an in the quantities 
directed by the filter manufacturer.  Bottom layer of support media shall be placed by hand to 
avoid damage to the under drain system and leveled before the addition of the upper layer(s) of 
filter media.  Concrete under fill is not allowed.  All media shall be delivered and stored in 
100lb. bags for ease of handling and elimination of possible contamination.  Each grade of 
media shall be placed in the tank and leveled before placing of next appropriate grade of 
media. 
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EXECUTION:  
 
COORDINATION  
 
Carefully coordinate the placement of the filtration equipment with the installation of piping 
and chemical feed systems.  All piping shall accommodate the requirements of the filtration 
system as approved by the Engineer.  The Contractor shall be responsible for installing a 
complete, operable circulation and filtration system. 
 
UNLOADING AND HANDLING:  
The Contractor shall use utmost caution and care in unloading and handling the filtration 
components.  No special foundation pads are required for the filtration units in an “at-rest” 
position; but to avoid sharp impact while handling and setting the units to prevent damage to 
the units or other surfaces.  Do not place media until interior is inspected by the Engineer. 
 
INSTALLATION:  
 
The installation shall be in strict conformance with the manufacturer’s printed instructions.  
Installation supervision by an authorized manufacturer’s representative is required.  The 
Contractor shall provide for a minimum of 8 hours on-site representation by the 
manufacturer’s authorized representative for start-up.  The manufacturer shall provide 
written certification of acceptance of the installation. 
 
OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:  
 
Furnish a minimum of two copies of the manufacturer’s O & M manuals which shall include 
winterizing instructions, and a written, certified warranty complying with the requirements of 
this specification. 
 
 

POOL AND PROCESS PIPING AND VALVES 
 
 
SUBMITTALS:  
 
Provide catalog cuts with complete product data on all piping, fittings, and valves.  Provide 
manufacturer’s and (where applicable) testing lab certifications that the materials comply with 
the reference standards. 
 
DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING:  
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for the safe unloading, storage, and care of all material 
furnished by or to him until it has been properly incorporated into the work. 
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Unload pipe, fittings, and valves by lifting with hoists or skidding to avoid damage.  Do not 
unload by rolling or dropping off trucks.  Pipe handled on skid ways shall not be skidded or 
rolled against pipe already on the ground. 
 
Unload the material:  Place materials so as to least interfere with other work and access.  
Provide barricades as necessary to protect the public and other workers. 
 
Handle all material carefully to prevent breakage and to avoid damage.  Keep interior of all 
pipe, fittings and valves free of all dirt or foreign matter at all times.  Do not place materials in 
drainage ways or ditches. 
 
When materials cannot be placed at the site of the work, store in protected area at no expense 
to the Owner.   
 

QUALITY ASSURANCE:  
 

Installer:  A firm specializing and experienced in the installation of pool and process piping 
systems work for not less than 5 years. Installer is required to provide proof of experience and 
list three applicable job installations over the past five (5) calendar years.  This list must be 
included with the bid document.  
NOTE: PLEASE COMPLETE ATTACHMENT-B to note this inf ormation.  
 

PRODUCTS 
PIPE: 
 
Plastic Pipe: Plastic Pipe shall be Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC) pipe conforming to all 
requirements of ASTM D 2241 or ASTM D 1785.  All pipes shall bear the NSF-pw approval 
stamp. 
 
PVC plastic extrusion compound shall meet the requirements of ASTM D 1784 for Class 12454-
B (PVC 1120). 
 
Pipe (including bell or coupling) shall be Schedule 40 solvent weld pipe as shown on the 
drawings, except exposed above grade piping which shall be Schedule 80. 
 
Pipe joints shall be solvent weld type (ASTM D 1785). The joints shall be designed to provide 
for the thermal expansion or contraction experienced with a total temperature change of at 
least 75 degrees F. in each length of pipe. 
 
DWV pipe shall conform to ASTM D 2665 & D 3311.

D  1248 and D 3350-83 Class 8345434C for extra high molecular weight designed as PE 3407.  
Pipe and fittings shall be SDR 21 or less. 
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FITTINGS:  
 
PVC fittings shall be type compatible with the type of pipe used. i.e.: SCH 40 or SCH 80. 
 
Filter room piping and fittings  shall be flanged at valves, etc. and to the extent necessary to 
remove components from the building without cutting pipe.  Flanges shall be SCH.80.  Bolts 
shall be Cadmium plated.  Bolts shall be extra long with Cadmium plated washers on both 
sides. 
 
PE fittings and joints shall be butt fusion type 440 ° F or 500°F complying with ASTM D 3261.  
Flange adapters and lap joint flanges meeting AWWA C-207 Class D shall be used at all valves 
and appurtenances.  Submit PE water step sleeves and couplings for approval. 
 

VALVES:  
 
Butterfly Valves: Valves shall be wafer butterfly type; nylon coated iron body with EPDM seat, 
nylon coated ductile iron, undercut disc and stainless steel stern equal to Bray Series 30 with 
Nylon 11 coating or equal by Dominion.  All bolts and nuts in non-immersion service shall be 
corrosion resistant cadmium plated steel with plated washers to be used when secured to PVC 
flanges.  Nuts, bolts, and washers in immersion service shall be stainless steel.  Valves shall be 
operated by the manufacturer’s standard actuators (except float actuators). 
  
Jointing:  Provide jointing of all pipe, fittings, and valves in strict compliance with 
manufacturer’s printed instructions.
